
Preparation for HE



You should refer to the authorôs last name & date 
of publication. You should not include the 
authorôs initials.

Example:

Kolb (1985) devised the notion of the cycle of 

learning .



When referring to a book or article written by two 

authors you should use both authorsô last names 
& date, without initials.

Example:

Tate & Sills (2004) applied learning cycle ideas to   
reflective practice in the health profession . 



When there are more than two authors: on first 

mention, include all their last names & date 
without initials. 

Example:

Boud, Keogh & Walker (1985) explored the 
notion of experiential learning.



On second & subsequent mention of the same 
authors, use only the primary authorôs last name, 
with date, followed by óet al.ô

Example:

Boud et al. (1985) added a further dimension to 
reflection - feelings. 



If no specific author is named, attribute the 
publication to the named body or corporation, 
with date. 

Example:

The Further Education Commission (2002) 
requires all F.E. Colleges to address equal 
opportunities .



Apply the previous conventions, but follow the 

date with the page number of the book or journal 
where the quote appears. 

Example:

Kolb (1985:63) comments that ñReflection is 
integral to the learning processò.



Use the name of the person or organisation 
responsible for the site (author) and the date of 
the site's creation or most recent update. Web 
addresses can be given directly in the text using 
angle brackets  < >

Example:

The Department of Finance & Deregulation 
(2003) <http://www.finance.gov.au>
